Once you learn how to ride a bike, the skills
you learn stick with you for years, even if you

don’t use them much.  But if you took a rescue
class a few years ago, and you haven’t had
much opportunity to use the skills learned, those
skills may not come readily to mind when you
need them. That is why we are offering Spe-
cial Ops Refresher.

The class will offer a different review each day
for five days. You may take one, some or all five
of the review classes. Each class will begin with
a review and update of standards. The class
will then continue with hands-on practice and
end with a rescue scenario. Topics will include:

Monday  – Rope Rescue: Operational
1. Repelling and belay systems
2. Patient packaging techniques

Tuesday – Rope Rescue: Technician
1. Artificial high points
2. Moving victim in high-angle environment

Wednesday – Confined Space Rescue
1. Confined space entry/extrication techniques
2. Hazard identification/mitigation skills

Thursday a.m. – Trench Rescue
1. Selection & use of rescue equipment
2. Safe &  effective rescue techniques

Thurs p.m. - Friday – Vehicle & Machin-
ery Rescue: Operational & Technician
1. Controlling hazards and tool lab
2. Extrication with hand tools, stabilization
    equipment & hydraulic tools.
3. Patient care
