Topics will include rescuer safety, structural
engineering systems, building construction
as related to disaster situations, rescue op-
erations strategy and tactics, breaching and
breaking operations with concrete and steel
structures, lifting and moving operations,
and emergency building shoring.

87.1), steel toe safety boots (ANSI Z41
PT99 M1/75 C/75), knee pads, rain-gear,
and standard work/duty clothing w/long
sleeve shirts.
